WARNING 

· Use the restraint exactly as shown in the instructions. 

· Supervision of children is needed because they may be able to undo buckles. 

· DO NOT USE WITH JUST A LAP BELT. You must use with a lap-sash seat belt, or with a seat belt and child harness. 

· If used with a child harness, the lap strap of the seat belt must be adjusted firmly first, and then the harness, so that the lap-strap is not lifted off the child’s lap when the harness is adjusted. 

· DO NOT USE THIS RESTRAINT IF THE CHILD’S EYE LEVEL IS ABOVE THE TIOP OF THE CAR SEAT BACK OR HEADREST WHEN THE CHILD IS SEATED ON THE CHILD RESTRAINT.

· Do not alter or modify this restraint.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION

· To be used only with lap-sash seat belt or with a seat belt and child harness for a child weighing from 14kg to 26kg. 

· Read carefully the whole of the instructions for installation, and in the event of doubt about the method of installation, consult the child restraint manufacturer or agent, or a child restraint fitting station authorized by the relevant transport authority, or in New Zealand, consult the agent for the vehicle. 

· THIS RESTRAINT MUST BE USED IN CARS WITH FORWARD FACING SEATS WITH A LAP-SASH SEAT BELT OR WITH A SEAT BELT AND CHILD HARNESS. 

OPTIONAL LOCKING CLIP 

1. WHERE USED?  In vehicles with lap/sash belts, to prevent the tongues sliding freely on the belt. 

2. PURPOSE?  To prevent a child loosening the seat belt. 

3. INSTALLATION: 
· Install the Booster Seat.

· When the lap/sash belt is correctly tensioned, grip it just above the tongue and disconnect the tongue from the buckle. 

· Thread the webbing into the locking clip one side at a time. 

· Ensure the locking clip is about 10mm from the tongue. 

· Snap the tongue back into the buckle and check the tension of the lap/sash belt is correct. 
1. Place the Booster Seat in your vehicle. Note that the position selected must have a lap/sash belt available.  

A lap belt only is not sufficient unless a child safety harness is used. 

2. Place your child in the Booster Seat.

NOTE: This Booster Seat should not be used by children larger than 26kg, or whose eye level is above the top of the Booster Seat when the child is seated. 

3. Secure the lap/sash belt and until it is a comfortable fit on your child. The seat belt should be firm and comfortable. If the seat belt is not long enough to secure the Booster Seat, do not use a seat belt extender. 

4. Check that the lap portion of the belt passes over your child’s pelvic area – not over the stomach. 

The lap or lap/sash belt must pass under the sides of the restraint. 

NOTE: Ensure the belt is correctly connected and the belt buckle is at or below the child’s hip. Ensure the belt is under tension and is not twisted.

Use of the optional Locking Clip is recommended. 

5. Observe where the sash belt passed over the top edge of the seat and secure with the fixing strap. 

NOTE: The sash belt must not pass across your child’s throat or face. It may be necessary to lower the line of the sash to ensure it passes over your child’s shoulder.

	CLEANING: 
Lift off the cover. Machine wash on a gentle cycle and air dry. When replacing, refit the cover from the top and then carefully pull it down over the shell. 


CHILD SAFETY HARNESS

The booster seat is approved for use with a Babylove Child Safety Harness. Using a Child Safety Harness is the only safe way to use a Booster Seat in a vehicle where there is only a lap-only belt available for use. 
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
